Remember Me Quilt Guild

By-laws

October 1996

The purpose of this guild shall be to create, stimulate, maintain and demonstrate an interest in all things relating to quilts and quilt making.  This purpose shall be accomplished by means of regularly held guild meetings and through sponsoring and supporting community service endeavors, quilt shows, seminars, workshops, demonstrations and lectures.

Membership

Membership in the guild shall be determined by the payment of appropriate dues.  The guild is a closed guild with membership limited to 40 resident members.  The guild may review the membership number annually, at the regular November meeting.  As membership spaces become available, new members will be selected on first come first served basis from a waiting list of prospective members.

A special unlimited category of non-resident membership will not count in the total regular guild membership.  Non-resident is defined as not living in the greater Baton Rouge area.

Dues

Annual membership renewal takes place at the beginning of each calendar year.  Due are to be received no later that the date of the regularly scheduled February meeting.

The amount of the dues will be decided by a vote of the guild membership and will be prorated to one half of the amount for new members who join after July 1st.

Officers

Officers of the guild shall include the president, vice president, secretary and treasurer.

The president shall

conduct meetings, provide general supervision over the business affairs of the guild, coordinate programs for the regular monthly meetings and chair the nominating committee.

The vice president shall

conduct meetings in the absence of the president, coordinate workshops and other events in support of the purpose of the guild and keep all guild-related items not kept by other officers.

The secretary shall

maintain records of current rules and guidelines for projects and maintain written records of decisions made by the guild.

The treasurer shall

collect dues and maintain a current guild membership roll, maintain a prospective member waiting list, disburse monies as directed by the president, prepare an itemized annual report of receipts, disbursements and balance for presentation to the membership at the next regular February meeting.

Officers will serve for January 1st to December 31st of any calendar year and may serve no more than two (2) consecutive terms of the same office.

Existing officers will serve as a nominating committee to present a slate of officers at the regular November meeting.  Nominations from the floor will be accepted at that time.  Officers will then be elected by a majority vote of the members present at that meeting.

In the event of a vacancy, the president will, with the approval of the other elected officers, appoint a member to fill the office.

Chairpersons of committees shall be appointed, as necessary any shall function for the time required to accomplish the purpose of the committee.  Committee membership will be determined on a voluntary basis.

Amendments to the by-laws require a majority vote of members present at the meeting at which such amendments are to be voted on.  Amendments must be presented in written form to members at least two (2) weeks prior to said meeting.

AMENDMENT TO BYLAWS ADOPTED NOVEMBER 17, 1998

The membership section of the by-laws is adopted to read as follows:

Membership in the guild shall be determined by the payment of appropriate dues.  The guild is a closed guild with membership limited to 55 resident members.  The guild may review the membership number annually, at the regular November Meeting.  As membership spaces become available, new members will be selected on a first-come, first-serve basis from a waiting list of prospective members. 

A special unlimited category of non-resident membership will not count in the total regular guild membership.  Non-resident is defined as not living in the greater Baton Rouge area.

AMENDMENT TO BYLAWS ADOPTED MARCH 18, 2003

Membership in the guild shall be determined by the payment of appropriate dues.  The guild is a closed guild with membership limited to 60 resident members.  The guild may review the membership number annually, at the regular November Meeting.  As membership spaces become available, new members will be selected on a first-come, first-serve basis from a waiting list of prospective members

AMENDMENT TO BYLAWS ADOPTED FEBRUARY 17, 2004

Membership

Membership in the guild shall be determined by the payment of appropriate dues.  The guild is an open guild with unlimited resident and non-resident membership.  

Non-resident is defined as not living in the greater Baton Rouge area.
Dues

Annual membership renewal takes place in November and December of each calendar year.  Due are to be received no later than December 31 of the current membership year for the upcoming year.

The amount of the dues will be decided by a vote of the guild membership and will be prorated to one half of the amount for new members who join after July 1st.
