"First of all, my congratulations to a job well done.  Such an outstanding community effort spearheaded by Stash Builders with heightened interest in an expanded show for next year.  Kudos to Jessie Comeaux for "Viewers' Choice"  a scrap quilt with high value contrast."   - Suzi

"The ladies came to our workroom and made 24 pillowcases for us to send to GRACE Camp, a camp for children with incarcerated parents.  We used the "hotdog" method of construction.  Some ladies finished their pillowcases with French seams and some used a serger for the first time.   I have already submitted this number to the Million Pillowcase Challenge. Thanks to everyone who helped."   - Joyce Perry

"I had a table in a large room.  I had one lady donate 5 pillows to ConKerr Cancer."   -Suzette Turner

"Wow! We were blown away by how well things went. Patty can give you the exact numbers of quilts, where they went and how many people signed the register. We know more people attended than actually signed the register.

The quilts were great and the number far exceeded our expectations and the goals we set. We have identified lots of opportunities for improvement, so next year's show will be even better. For me, having Rev Dave Buss bless the quilts was a highlight. His mom is a quilter so he said the right things: things like "comfort from our hands to their hearts."  Probably not his exact words but I was fighting tears at the time. Another wonderful plus is seeing the excitement of the recipient organizations and hearing of the opportunities for service through volunteering. Anyone who missed the presentations, missed the best part; the heart of it.

We had some wonderful encouragement from Quilts of Valor. The director of the foundation, Catherine Snyder, told me that Catherine Roberts, the Founder of QOV, was thinking about hosting a national quilt show featuring quilts that are gifted to organizations. She said ours was the first she's ever heard of and she wants feedback and pictures from our show. How cool is that!

We are talking about incorporation, securing non‑profit status, and development of a web site this coming year, in addition to planning another show. So there will be lots to do and lots of opportunity for  involvement. I will send out an email announcing a meeting soon, but please spread the word that if anyone is interested in participating, give me a call or shoot me an email."  Candy Bergeron

"222 quilts were distributed with the intended breakdown as follows:  Woman's Hospital Neonatal Intensive Care Unit ‑ 65, (CASA) Child Advocacy Services of Ascension ‑ 32,  Quilts of Valor ‑ 31,

Brave Heart ‑ 7,  New Orleans Children's Hospital ‑ 10,  Downy Quilts for Kids ‑ 12, Our Lady of the Lake ‑ 1,  Ascension Parish Family Services ‑ 11, St. Jude Children's Research Hospital ‑ 53

119 persons registered as guests, but there were many people there whom I personally know and whose signatures were not in the guest book.  We honestly had a steady influx of folks from just prior to 10 a.m. clear to the end, with about a half hour's lull around noontime.

As it turns out, only 69 persons voted.  Jessie Comeaux's quilt was wonderful.  It was a scrappy split 9‑patch, which she called a Mock Log Cabin and it is a Quilt of Valor.

33 individuals and 4 groups made quilts, representing Cajun Country, Remember Me, River City, Stash Builders and possibly other guilds whose names I was not given.  The quilting community in Baton Rouge and Ascension Parish should be really proud of their efforts.  Having any show with 222 quilts is an accomplishment.  Knowing these quilts are all donated is amazingly heart-warming.  There is no way the show committee can thank all the contributors for their generous gifts of their time, talents, and materials in creating these beautiful quilts of comfort.

We are beginning immediately to collect quilts for next year's show, so please let folks know they can contact Candy (936‑2238) or me (892‑7902), and one of us will happily meet them to get their quilts.  Thanks for helping to get the word out.  We appreciate it!

p.s. The lady bug quilt won the Stash Builders' challenge in March (Best of Show).  The idea was a block exchange.  Each person built a quilt around the block she received.  Candy made the Lady Bug block that was exchanged.  Joy Mahaffey used that block, made some 3D lady bug blocks, then designed and made the quilt.  She did a great job, I thought."     - Patty Offenbacher

PROGRAM:  
Sewing on the Go! Presentation by Becky Stringer

‑Roll ‘n Go pattern from Keepsake quilting, but she made her own after seeing the picture.  Use a mailing tube, pre-quilted fabric with wool felt sewn to one side with small amount of quilting and bind.  

Glue to mail tube and make ties to secure together.  Use to transport blocks cut out already or projects.

Items that others use on the go:

Sandy – Stack ‘n Go bag, folds into little pouch keeps in purse.  Bought at Pier 1 for $1.99 or $2.99

Jo Paula – Sewing Tote, collapsible, airline friendly with tie down straps ~$150 Tutto Bag.  **Put spray starch in cardboard tube to prevent spillage. **Use candy bins from BR General to sort scraps.  Snap it totes, different colors for different machine supplies.

Robin – Bible Cover put project in pockets.  Uses felt to keep blocks separated. Applique – Applique turner, Dritz wooden stick from Hancock's, thimble, freezer paper transfer for diamond cutouts

Bonnie – Binding on the go or label attachment.  Sandwich bag full of binding clips, Clover cutter, thread, scissors, thimble, needle.

Suzanne – Husband that brings what she forgets to class

Norma & Patti J. tin with scissors, brass seam ripper, thimble, pins, thread to work on Grandmother’s flower garden work.  Most important: BC Powder

Kay – Magnetic extension wand to pick up pins, Sew Beautiful Magazine – things you can use from the house for storage – Campbell’s soup on the go container for used pins and needles.  Baby wipe container for scraps.

Lillian – Ott-light carrier made by Kay with Jelly Rolls, Iron cover made by Pat Neal

Nina – haven’t bought it yet but needs an anti‑gravity chair like a recliner to do handwork in from Cabella's or Bass Pro.

Glenda – Clear shoe boxes $1.50 from Target to put an entire project in – pattern, fabric, bobbins

Barbara – Bag from Hancock's, Zippered with pouches, pressing mat and cutting board

Pam – Smaller than book cover with pages and pouches for storage and a clear back pack
