....more notes from all over...... Pam and Don Rosebrook went to Antarctica

Hi all,

The whole trip has been so special, and the weather has drawn comments from everyone, including the crew and the expedition staff.  They want to know who the lucky charm is so they can take them along on other cruises.  It was rough yesterday afternoon when we left the Lemaire Channel and went into the Drake Passage.  Not as bad as it could have been, but today the seas have calmed down again.

I knew there were a number of species of penguins, but we had only seen the Fairy penguins on the south coast of Australia, and I think the ones we visited in the Straits of Magellan were Magellanic penguins ‑ I do remember they were in the hillside.

This trip gave us close up and personal looks at more.  We started with Gentoo and Rockhopper (aptly named).  The next stop had 4 kinds at that one landing and hike, including King penguins. Easy to tell the difference when you have seen them.  That was such a beautiful day, but very bad for the baby penguins. They can safely withstand the cold, but have very little they can do to cool off.  Some babies had died from getting overheated.  The adults do try to shield them from the sun, but it didn't always work.  The yearling King penguins are so funny looking.  They are balls of brown fluff with a head1  They have to fledge before they can go into the water to feed, about 2 weeks.  

There are also blue‑eyed cormorants and black‑brow albatrosses.  One area was almost all black‑brow albatross, and you had to be careful not to step on them.  The area is roped off, but some birds don't stay inside the main area ‑ and some people ignore fences.  The numbers of birds is incredible!

The caped petrols that follow the ship are really pretty, but I haven't been able to get a good photo of them, yet.  Antarctic terns and other birds join us off and on, but I am not a birder and someone has to tell me what they are.  The skuas build nests close to the penguins, as they eat eggs and baby penguins, Mother Nature at work.

Some of the beaches have been full of fur seals and elephant seals.  You keep your distance as the huge seals can move very fast .  The little fur seals have a reputation for being feisty and sometimes aggressive.  The expedition team noted at one landing that a little fur seal was perched on top of an elephant seal.  I was supposed to be in line for the next zodiac boat and the water was a little rough.

On later stops, our penguin lists expanded to include Macaroni, Chinstrap and Adele, all different and beautiful.   I do love the topknot on the Macaroni.

We have been fortunate to have whales come close enough for a glimpse ‑ and occasionally a good look.  A pod of orcas crossed our path and came very close to the ship yesterday.  Fin whales and humpbacks were also spotted.  At one of our landings, some dolophins decided the zodiacs were a new toy and swam quite close. Plenty of pictures to share.
