FYI – Candy Bergeron will be our guest speaker, again in November.  She will tell us all about a project she introduced to Stashbuilders Guild a couple of years ago that has evolved into quite a popular project that we can share with them.

Quilts of Love Challenge and Show - Candy Bergeron invited the guild to join in this challenge sponsored by Stash Builders Guild that will result in a quilt show.

1. Bring a quilt block, any size, for a child's quilt (boy/girl/youth/teenager) to the October Stash Builder's meeting, at 7 pm, Monday, Oct 19, 2009, located at St. James Lutheran Church, 1415 E. Hwy 30, Gonzales, LA. The block should be made of quilt‑store quality fabric.

(*Remember this meeting is the Monday right after the Houston Quilt Show)

2. Blocks will be collected and redistributed. Each person who brought a block will be given one from the collection. 

3. Each person will make a child's quilt using the "starter" block. 

4. The quilt should be at least 48" x 60" and be made of quilt‑store quality fabric.

5. The completed quilts (all the way to the binding) are due back at the March meeting deadline, at 7 pm, Monday, March 15, 2010, at St. James Lutheran Church.

6. The quilts will be displayed at the "Quilts of Love" show held April 10, 2010 at St Margaret's Episcopal Church in Baton Rouge. At the show each "starter" block will have a small ribbon pinned to it. 

7. All quilts will be donated to children in crisis (i.e., CASA, New Orleans Children's Hospital, St Jude's, etc) as designated by the donor.

8. There will be a $3 entry fee to participate in the challenge. The money collected will be used as a prize for the challenge winner. The winner will be chosen by viewer's choice by participants at the March meeting. The winning quilt will be decorated with a "Quilts of Love Challenge Winner" ribbon at the April "Quilts of Love" show.

Washington, DC ‑ More than 30,000 years ago someone living in a cave in the Caucasus Mountains twisted wild flax together and dyed it, producing the earliest known fibers made by humans.  The fibers were discovered in an analysis of clay deposits in Dzudzyana Cave in what is now the country of Georgia (formerly the Soviet Union)  Ofer Bar‑Yosef, a professor of prehistoric archaeology at Harvard University, and co‑author of the report in today's edition of the journal, Science.  The earliest previous evidence of fibers worked by humans was from Dolni Vestonice, a site in the Czech Republic dated to 28,000 years ago.
